pring has fully arrived, even to the northernmost

reach of our Clan’s membership, and the season

of Scottish and Celtic festivals and Highland

games is upon us. These events are the public
manifestation of our common heritage and are attended
and enjoyed by millions in Canada and the United States,
including many of our own members. Clan MacNicol
would like to be represented at as many games and
festivals as possible. This requires substantial preparatory
work, extensive coordination, and widespread volunteer
involvement.

It is perhaps not widely known that we are a relatively
small Clan: 270 or so active household memberships spread
across the huge continent of North America. That we can
count members living in 6 Canadian provinces and 36 U.S.
states plus the District of Columbia represents a major
achievement. Our geographical dispersion does mean that
many members rarely if ever get to see other members,
except for their immediate family. Large national and
international Clan gatherings require much time and effort
to organize, and thus cannot be held frequently. Further-
more, Clan members do not all have the time or means to
travel to such events.

My fellow Directors and | have devised an alternative
to asking people to travel to large but infrequent events.
This year and next, | will organize as President a series of
regional reunions — often in conjunction with local games,
but not always - to which | will travel and invite local area
members.

Two of these small-scale gatherings have already
occurred in 2004 with good success, meaning that partici-
pants found them enjoyable, entertaining and instructive.
The first took place in Westford, Massachusetts, the second
in Gatlinburg, Tennessee (see the relevant articles in this
issue). Four more are already at the planning stage:

Late Chief Commemorated with
Clan MacNicol/Nicolson Banner

s many of our Clan MacNicol Society members
Awill already know who attended the 2001 North

American Gathering in Canada and who subse-
quently attended the Glengarry Highland Games in
Maxville where the North American Bagpipe Champion-
ships take place, these Games and this part of Canada
has one of the largest settlements and population concen-
trations of Highland descendants in North America.

On the first weekend in August for almost a hundred
years now Scottish descendants from all over North
America and visitors from Scotland make a pilgrimage to
Maxville, Ontario, Canada. It was named Maxville because
there were so many people with a last name starting with
Mac in the area that the local French and near residing
English towns started referring to it as Macsville and
. then simply Maxville. In fact in Canada before 1950 the
U Il Ad | [ |. | words “Hey Mac* had a 35% chance of being correct if
someone called you by this address, given the number
of Scottish Highland descendants in Canada at the time
with a Mac prefix to their last name.

Last year, | commissioned David Sellar to prepare an article on MacNicol at Carrickfergus in
1316. David produced the following piece, well-written, illuminating and accessible. It adds
further information to the mention of MacNicol in John Barbour’s poem below, as well as
setting out the larger historical context of the Bruce’s Irish campaigns and the Scottish

“Wars of Independence.”

Com with Twa hundreth sper-men

This 1lk Maknakill with a gyn

(“MacNicol came then to the fight with two hundred spearmen, and they slew
all they could overtake. This same MacNicol captured four or five of their ships
by a stratagem and utterly deprived the men (in them) of their lives.”
John Barbour, Bruce, 15, 219-24)

ese lines, which contain one of the earliest

references to a Nicolson chief, come from the

celebrated epic poem, The Bruce, written about

1375 by John Barbour, archdeacon of Aberdeen,
in praise of King Robert the Bruce (1306-29). The passage
recounts an incident in April 1316 in the long drawn out
siege of Carrickfergus Castle in the north of Ireland by
King Robert’s brother Edward Bruce. Sir Thomas
Mandeville had come from Dublin with fifteen ships to
relieve the castle. Maknakill’s action played a leading
part in preventing the relief. Carrickfergus eventually
capitulated to Edward in September 1316. These lines
contain the only mention of “Maknakill”’, and successive
editors of The Bruce have struggled to identify him. There
can be little doubt, however, as set out in The Highland
Clan MacNeacail, that “Maknakill” was a leading mem-
ber, and probably the chief, of the Hebridean MacNicols
or Nicolsons. It is likely that he is to be identified with a
John “mak Nakyl” or “maknakild” on record in 1306 and
1315, or if not with John, then with a close relative. In 1306
Cristin of the Aird, an esquire of the Earl of Ross, carried
letters from Edward | of England to the Earl, Lachlan
MacRuairi, Ruairi his brother, and John “mak Nakyl”;
while in 1315 Edward Il instructed John MacDougall of
Argyll (often referred to as “John of Lorne”) to receive
Donald MacDonald, Godfrey his brother, Sir Patrick

Graham and John “macnakild” into the king’s peace. The
MacDougalls, MacDonalds and MacRuairis were all pro-
minent Hebridean leaders, as was the Earl of Ross. It is
reasonable, then, to assume that MacNicol too was a
Hebridean leader, the more so given his apparent famil-
iarity with ships. The episode at Carrickfergus is now
commemorated in the arms of Scorrybreac, as matricu-
lated in 1999, in which the shield is supported by, “Two
Highland warriors of the early fourteenth century Proper,
holding in their exterior hands spears paleways Gules,
with spearheads Or.”

The Irish campaigns of Edward Bruce from 1315 to
1318, in which King Robert himself played a leading part,
represented a second front in the struggle against English
domination. Until recently their significance was under-
rated by both Scottish and Irish historians. Robert Bruce
had won a great victory over Edward Il of England at the
battle of Bannockburn in 1314, but his throne was not yet
secure. The historian, John of Fordun, writing later in the
14th century, suggested that the Irish campaigns were
entered into to satisfy the pride and ambition of Edward
Bruce, who would not be content until he had a kingdom
of his own. Although later historians have often followed
Fordun in this, and treated the Irish campaigns as a tempo-
rary diversion, they should be seen rather as a concerted
attempt by both Robert and Edward Bruce to destabilise

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English rule in Ireland and to establish Edward Bruce as
king. The Bruces appealed to native Irish leaders and
emphasised their common Gaelic ancestry and the com-
mon Gaelic language of Ireland and Scotland. The Scottish
armies contained many Highlanders and Hebrideans in
addition to the more regular feudal levies.

The Bruces very nearly succeeded. Edward was inaugu-
rated King of Ireland, probably in 1315, and he and Robert
plundered far into Ireland more than once. But the enter-
prise eventually foundered on Edward’s rash and impetuous
nature. Tempted prematurely into battle at Fochart, by
Dundalk, in 1318, Edward suffered a crushing defeat and
was slain. Among the many who died with him were a
MacDonald “king of Argyll” and a MacRuairi “king of
the Isles”. Although Edward was ultimately unsuccessful,

Carrickfergus Castle in County Antrim, Northern
Ireland, where the siege took place in April, 1316.

the Bruce campaigns helped set back English rule in
Ireland for generations, and paved the way for a native
Irish resurgence.

Not everything in the Scottish “Wars of Independence,”
in which we first encounter the chiefs of Clan Neacail,
was clear-cut. There was much dissimulation, and not a
little changing of sides. Robert Bruce himself cannot escape
that charge. Nor, it would seem, can John MacNicol, if the
events of 1306, 1315 and 1316 all refer to the same man.
However, these wars also gave rise to two of the finest expres-
sions of liberty and freedom which have ever been penned.

The most famous lines in Barbour’s Bruce praise freedom:
A! Fredome 1s a nokle thing.
Fredome mays man 1o haipr Liking.
Fredome all solace To man gippis
He levys at es thart preely levys
A nokle hart way bairr nane es
Na ellys nocht that may ho ples
Gir rredome pailybe ....

(“Ah! Freedom is a noble thing. Freedom gives man con-
tentment. Freedom all solace to man gives; he lives at ease
who freely lives. A noble heart may have no ease, and
nothing else that may him please, if freedom fail ....”)
(Bruce, 1, 225-31)

The second passage occurs in
“Declaration of Arbroath”, the official
Letter sent to the Pope in 1320 by the
community of the realm of Scotland in
support of their chosen king, Robert
Bruce. The Declaration is written in
the sonorous Latin of the papal chan-
cery rather than in Scots, but its mes-
sage is just as compelling. The Letter
asks the Pope to recognise Robert Bruce
as king. He has been chosen by the com-
munity of the realm and has made good
his title after much hardship. How-
ever, were he now to betray the cause
of independence and submit to the
English, he would be driven out by
those who chose him. “For,” the Decla-
ration continues, “it is not for glory,
or riches, or honours that we fight,
but for freedom alone, which no true
man surrenders save with his life.”

Senate Resolution 155, March 20, 1998 hails the
Arbroath Declaration as a precursor of the American
Declaration of Independence. The Nicolsons can take pride
in their association with the Bruces.

Select Bibliography
The standard modern edition of The Bruce is The Scottish
Text Society’s Barbour’s Bruce, edd. MP McDiarmid and
JAC Stevenson (3 vols., 1981-5).

Professor AAM Duncan’s recent paperback edition,
The Bruce (Edinburgh, 1997) gives the standard text
together with a modern translation, historical notes and a
translation of the Declaration of Arbroath.

The standard edition of the Declaration of Arbroath is
Sir James Fergusson’s Declaration of Arbroath (Edinburgh,
1970).

The Declaration of Arbroath: History, Significance and
Setting, ed. Professor GWS Barrow (Society of Antiquaries
of Scotland, 2003) is a stimulating collection of essays on
the Declaration and its historical context, medieval and
modern.

Professor Edward J Cowan’s For Freedom Alone: The
Declaration of Arbroath, 1320 (Tuckwell Press, 2003) gives a
very readable, even racy, account of the Declaration and
its later history up to and including Tartan Day.

It was as a result of the discovery of the participation by MacNicol in the
Battle of Carrickfergus in County Antrim, Ireland that “supporters”
were added to the Chief’s Arms.
